 PLAYERS MUST HAVE LAMINATED PLAYER PASS OR DRIVERS LICENSE
Tournament opened to USSF teams, college teams and military teams.
*Roster must be given to referee at each game. Roster is game report frozen on May 4.
*Winning team reports score to scoreboard area. If tie, then home team reports score.

*All Saturday games are two 30 minute halves with a 5 minute halftime. Ties remain.
*All Sunday games are two 45 minute halves with a 10 minute halftime. Ties remain          

  except semifinals go direct to kicks and finals have a golden goal end or kicks if 

  nobody scores in overtime.(two fifteen minute overtimes)

*Unlimited substitutions at referee discretion.

*All uniforms must have a number and all numbers must be different (except goalie)       

*Red carded players must sit out a game, unless it was for referee abuse or assault in 

  which case the tournament director will determine the outcome.

*Red carded players for violent conduct must also pay a $25.00 fine if they are to continue playing after their suspension.

*In case of weather problem the tournament director has the option of changing times, 

  fields, or canceling the tournament. If the tournament is completely cancelled then a

  refund minus tournament expenses will be mailed to the team representative.

*The point system is 3 for a win, 1 for a tie and 0 for a loss. In case of any tie the tie 

  breakers will be: If two teams are tied then head to head first, goal differential second,

  most goals third, most shutouts fourth and a flip of the coin last. If three teams are tied,

  then goal differential first, most goals second, most shutouts third, coin toss last. If three

  teams are tied at the moment one team is eliminated then it reverts back to head to head 

  first. A forfeit win on any situation is a 2-0 win or a decision by the tournament 

  director for special circumstances.

*After the final the second and first place teams are to go to the tournament tents
  for the trophy presentation.

*Teams not from Texas South must present a travel permit by April 30. A blank official

  tournament roster will be emailed with acceptance notice and must be completed by

  check-in at the host hotel. Bring  6 copies of the completed roster form to the check-in

*There are championships in divisions 1, 2A, 2B, 3, O30, O40 and COED.

*Top team on the schedule is home and must change if a color conflict arises.

  There will be shirts at the tournament headquarters to be lent. Each team provides

   a game ball and the referee chooses the game ball.

*A team may have up to 5 guest players as long as they are registered players and they 

must have valid player passes. There can also be (3) three O-25 in the O-30 teams and three (3) O-35 in the O-40. 

*Special rules for COED: no slide tackles, five girls-five men and a goalie, girls goals

  count for two except penalties, drop balls are taken by two girls, maximum number of 

  goals per male is two, and in case of FIFA kicks in the final alternating girls and guys

  will take the shots. Semifinal goes to FIFA kicks if it ends in a tie and final will go 

  overtime with the Golden Goal Rule. The previous sentence applies to all divisions. In   
  FIFA kicks male or female counts for one goal. Goal credit is given to the last offensive 

   player that touches the ball. If it can’t be determined then it counts as one goal.
